of application closing date.

. Candidates must submit certified copies by the Senior Dean, Principal or the Justice of the Peace the
following: (i) the result notice and (ii) the Record of Learning.

Your completed application form and the necessary documentation must reach your local branch by
15 April 2008, who will forward it after verification, to the New Zealand Chinese Association by

. Selection of winners of the awards will be made by the Education/Cultural Sub-Committee of NZCA.
This Committee will base their decision on the applicant’s academic achievements as shown by the
NCEA/IGCSE results. However, in the event of a close tie between applicants, consideration will be
given to attainment of school performance during the year.
